The Government is committed to ensuring citizen centric governance through
citizen friendly initiative. A number of representations have been received by this
department regarding difficulties faced by Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe
candidates and other than SC/ST siudents, in obtaining caste/tribe/residence
certificates, while applying for admission, posts and services under the Central

Government.

‘Issue of residence/castefribe certificate is under the domain of the State/UT
administration. The Residence /Caste/Tribe Certificate is issued by the concerned
authority of the State Government/Union Territory to prove that the person bearing
the Certificate is a resident of the State/Union Territory by which the certificate is

being issued.

: This issue has been deliberated at various fora. The Department of School
Education & literacy, Ministry of Human Resources Development has supported the
initiative to prepare and distribute caste certificate to the students when they are in

Class V.

This issue has also been discussed with the Principal Secretanes of various
State Govermments in a meeting chaired by the Minister of State for Personnel
(Public Grievaices & FPensions) on 22.04.2016. During this meeling, a few Stales
have informed that they are already issuing such certificates.

Caste/Tribe/Residence Certificate to SC/ST students

. With a view to ease the difficulties faced by the SC/ST students, it is
proposed that “ Caste or Tribe Certificate” and also the “ Residence” certificate may
be issued to SC/ST students, all over the country, while studying in Class V/Class

VI, as an annual exercise.

. The concerned State/Union Territory may decide the possibility of issuing
such a certificate either in class V or Class VIIl.

’ Once the grade of class in which the certificate will be issued is decided, it
should be issued to all students in the same grade throughout the State and the

same should be continued as an annual €xercise.

Residence certificate

. For students of other than SC/ST communities, it is proposed that Residence
(Domicile Certificate) be issued to them while studying in Class V or VI, as the case

« Once the certificate is made, it may be given to the students in cellophane
cover, as far as practicable, through the School authorities and would be kept with

them for safe custody for availing the benefits/concessions and facilities available to -

the concerned category of students.

. The possibility may also be explored to indicate the Scheduled
Caste/Scheduled Tribe status in the Birth certificate.

. In States where acceptance for SC/ST/Domicile certificate is mandatorily
done only through Citizen Service Centres, it will be responsibility of the Headmaster
of the school for collection of the documents and ensuring that the application is
digitally.sent to the concerned authorities from the nearest Citizen Service Centres.

.1 am directed to say that many instances have come to the notice of this Ministry wherein

certificates of belonging to a particular Scheduled Caste/Tribe have not been issued strictly in
accordance with the principles governing the issue of such certificates. This is presumably due to

inadequate appreciation of the legal position regarding the concept of the term “residence” on the part
of the authorities empowered to issue such certificates.

2. As required under Articles 341 and 342 of the Constitution, the President has, with respect to
every State and Union Territory and where it is State after consultation with the Governor of the
concerned State, issued orders notifying various Castes and Tribes as Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes in relation to that State or Union Territory from time t0 time. The inter-state area restrictions
have been deliberately imposed so that the people belonging to the specific community residing in a
specific area, which has been assessed to qualify for the Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe status,
only benefit from the facilities provided for them. Since the people belonging to the same caste but
living in different State/Union Territories may not necessarily suffer from the same disabilities, it is
possible that two persons belonging to the same caste but residing in different States /U.Ts may not'
Loth be treated to beleng to Scheduled Caste/Tribe or vice-versa. Thus the residence of a particular
person in a particular locality assumes a special significance. This fesidence has not t¢ be understood
n the literal or ordinary sense of the word. On the other hand it connotes the permanent residence of a
person on the date of the notification of the Presidential Order scheduling his caste/tribe in relation to
that locality. Thus a person who is temporarily away from his permanent place of abode at the time of
the notification of the Presidential Order applicablc in his case, say, for example, to eam a living or
seek education, etc., can also be regarded as a Scheduled Caste or @ Scheduled Tribe, as the case may
be, if his caste/tribe has been specified in that Order in relation to his State/UT. But he carnot be treated
as such in relation to the place of his temporary residence aotwithstanding the fact that the name of his

caste/tribe has been scheduled in respect of that area in any Presidential Order.

3. it is to ensure the veracity of this permanent residence of a person and that of the caste/tribe to
which he claims to belong that the Government of India has made a special provision in the proforma
prescribed for the issue of such certificate. [n order that the certificates are issued to the deserving
persons it 1s necessary that proper verification based pfimarily on revenue records and if need be,
through reliable enquirtes, is made before such certificates are issued. As it is only the Revenue
Authorities who, besides having access t0 celevant revenue records are in a position to make reliable
enquirics, Government of India insists upon the production of certificates from such authonties only.

[n order to be competent 1o issue such certifaes, ‘herofore, the authority mentioned in the
Government of India {Department of Personnel and Administrative Reforms) letter No. 132/73-Fit
(SCT), dated the Sth August, 1975, {copy enclased) shouid be the onc concerned with the locaiity n
which the person applying for the cernificate and fis place of permanent abode at the fime of ©

notification of the relevant Presidential Order Thus, the Revenue Authority of one District would aot

be competent to issue such a certificate 1n respect of persons belonging to another district. Nor can

uch an authority of one State/UT issue such certificates in respect of persens whose place ol
permanent residence at the time of the aotification of a particular Presidential Order, has been 10 @

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empowered all thewr Gazeued Officers to issuc such certificates and even Revenue Authorities issue

certificates on the basis of the certificates issued by Gazetted Officers, 1 P.s and M.L.As eic. If such
arpractice 1t followed, there is a ciear dange: of wiong certificates being issued, hecause in the absence
of proper means of verification such authorities can hardly assure the intrinsic correctness of the facts
stated in such certificaies. In order te cherk the issuance of false certificates, the question of verification

assumes all the more importance.

¥ All the State Governments/Union Territory Administrations are. therefore, requested tc
streamline their respective procedures for issuing such certificates so as 1o conform to the above
instructions as well as to those issued from time to time. Where Revenue Authorities have been
empowered to issuc certificates on the basis of a certificate issued by an M.P., M.L.A, Gazetted Officer,
etc., they would do so only after having made proper verifications and after having satisfied themselves

of the correctness of such certificates.
